	Overview
	Following a presenter-led indoor introduction to the weather, pupils will move outside to work in small teams to record the weather in their team’s weather log. To do this they will visit 8 weather stations in turn. At each station they will find a laminated instruction card and the equipment necessary to measure one aspect of the weather. All teams will visit all stations (weather and time-permitting!). The workshop will conclude indoors with a review of the pupils’ results and a discussion about what they have learned.
PLEASE NOTE: This workshop will take place outside in all weathers as long as it is safe to do so i.e. will be postponed if icy or too windy, in all other weathers we will be outside. Pupils AND teachers must provide suitable clothing for themselves – K’NEXT Generation does NOT provide clothing.
